Fold bias strip of fabric right side out around the cording. Sandwich cording between 2 layers
of fabric with right sides together.
Place under the presser foot with raw edges to the right and the cording in the cord guide in
the sole of the foot. Be sure to guide the cord in the guide while sewing.
